Saturday night, May 23rd, at The All American Speedway.  
 
Bobby Hodges made the right adjustments between races and battled his 
way to a win in Twin 44 #2.  
 
Though twenty cars took the green flag in Race #1, it was obvious from the 
start that Mansch had the dominant car.
